Those Who were Executed in the Battle of Harrah
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After dominating over the people of Medina, Muslim b. 'Ugba summoned some of the more
influential and well-known figures of Medina and sentenced them to death upon special
hearings.

These hearings are unique in early Islamic history as Muslim b. 'Ugba being the conquerer and
aggressor, wanted the ones whom he had summoned to swear allegiance to him as the slaves
and servants of Yazid!1

The more well-known figures executed in this tragic event include: Abu Bakr b. 'Abd Allah
Ja'far b. Abi Talib2; two sons of Zaynab, daughter of Umm Salama3; Abu Bakr b. 'Ubayd Allah
b. 'Abd Allah b. 'Umar b. al-Khattab4; Ma'qal b. Sanan (One of the Prophet's (s) standard
bearer in the conquest of Mecca)5; Fadl b. 'Abbas b. RabT'a b. Harith b. 'Abd al-Muttalib; Ab
Sa'ld Khudri (a companion of the Prophet (s) who was in the Prophet's company in twelve
expeditions)6; 'Abd Allah b. Mut’'7 (a commander of the Medinans who escaped that event,
joined lbn Zubayr, and executed by Haijjaj).

Apart from these, there were several other people who were killed under the pretext of
accompanying or helping the people of Medina and their names too are recorded in historical

sources.8

It is obvious that the actual number of the people who were killed in the tragedy of Harrah is
definitely far more than what is mentioned in the history books. What follows below is the list
of names of those killed that is reported by historians. In addition, the list doesn't include the
names of the dead females and children, which was higher than those of males killed in this
tragedy.

'Abd Allah b. Hanzala b. al-Ghasil b. Abi 'Amir b. Rahib - 'Abd 'Amr b. Sayfi b. Nu'man b. Malik
b. Amat b. Dubay'at b. Zayd b. Malik b. 'Awf b. 'Amr b. 'Awf b. Malik b. Aws20 - was the
commander-in-chief of the Medinan forces. He was among the dignitaries of Tabi'in
(successors of the Prophet's companions)21 and one of the few warriors who was famous for
his gallantry.22 His mother's name was Jamila - daughter of 'Abd Allah b. Ubayy b. Salldl. The
reason why 'Abd Allah's father was called Ghasil al-Mala'ika is that Hanzala decided to
participate in the battle of Uhud. Their marriage took place 32 months after Hijra and the early
morning after he consummated his marriage with his wife, Hanzala had to participate in the
battle of Uhud and he was martyred on the same day without anytime to perform obligatory
ritual ablution. According to Prophet (s), the angels gave him ritual ablution (ghusl).23 For this
reason, Hanzala was known as Ghasil al-Mala'ika. Jamila gave birth to 'Abd Allah nine months
after the martyrdom of Hanzala and 'Abd Allah was seven years old at the time of the Prophet's
(s) demise. He had met the Prophet (s) and narrated traditions from His Holiness.24 He was
killed as a martyr along with eight of his children due to the sword stroke of one of the Syrian
soldiers21 and thus the life of this noble man and eminent companion of the Prophet (s) came

to an end.

Muhammad b. ‘Amr b. Hazm
Muhammad b. 'Amr b. Hazm b. Lawdhan b. ‘Amr b. Awf b. Ghanm b. Malik b. Najjar was
nicknamed as Aba 'Abd al-Malik. His mother, 'Amra, was the daughter of 'Abd Allah b. Harith b.
Jammaz from Bani Hubala who was among the allies of Bani Sa'id.25 He was born in a place
called Najran in the 10th year after Hijra.26 His father had been appointed as the governor of
that place. Muhammad b. 'Amr b. Hazm was among the nobles of tabiin.27 He was a dignified
man from whom some traditions have been narrated. On the day of Harrah, he said prayers
while he was seriously injured. He was finally martyred in the battle of Harrah in 63 A.H. (682

C.E.). In Medina and Baghdad some of his descendents had survived.

Muhammad b. Ubayy

Muhammad b. Ubayy b. Ka'b b. Qays b. 'Ubayd b. Mu'awiyah b. 'Amr b. Malik b. Najjar was
nicknamed as Aba Ma'adh. He was born in the time of the Prophet (s). His mother, Umm al-
Tufayl, was the daughter of Tufayl b. 'Amr b. Mundhar b. Subay' b. 'Abd Nuham from Daws
tribe. He was an eminent scholar of hadith and a few traditions have also been transmitted
from him. He was killed in the battle of Harrah in 63 A.H. (682 C.E.)28



Suwayd b. ‘Uwaym

The mother of Suwayd b. 'Uwaym b. Sa'idat b. 'A'ish b. Qays b. Nu'man b. Yazid b. Umayyah
Umama, was the daughter of Bukayr b. Tha'laba, a descendant of Bani Ghadab b. Jushm b.
Jazraj. He was killed on the day of Harrah in 63 A.H. (682 C.E.)29

Ayyib b. Bashir
Ayyub b. Bashir b. Sa'd b. Nu'man b. Akkal b. Lawdhan b. Harith b. Umayyah b. Mu'awiyah b.
Malik b. 'Awf b. 'Amr b. 'Awf, was from the Ansars and from the Khazraj tribe. His nickname
was Aba Sulayman. He was born in the time of the Prophet (s). He participated in the battle of

Harrah and received many injuries, and after two years died of the injuries at the age of 75.30

‘Ubbad and Thabit, Sons of Tamim
'Ubbad and Thabit, sons of Tamim b. Ghaziyat b. 'Amr b. 'Atiya b. Khansa' b. Mabdhul b. 'Amr
b. Ghanam b. Mazin b. Najjar, was killed on the day of Harrah.31

Muhammad b. Thabit
Muhammad b. Thabit b. Qays b. Shammas b. Malik b. 'Amr b. Malik al-Asghar b. Tha'laba b.
Ka'b b. Khazraj b. Harith b. Khazraj12, 'Abd Allah b. Hanzala's maternal brother.32

Sons of Muhammad
Muhammad had three sons named 'Abd Allah, Sulayman, and Yahya who were killed on the
day of Harrah.33

Tsa b. ‘Abd al-Rahman
'Isa b. 'Abd al-Rahman b. Yazid b. Jariya b. 'Amir b. Majma' b. 'Ataf b. Dabr'at b. Zayd b. Malik
b. 'Awf b. 'Amr b. 'Awf from the Aws tribe was killed on the day of Harrah.34

Aflah

Aflah, Abu Ayyub AnsarT's slave, was nicknamed as Aba Kathir and according to some Aba
Abd al-Rahman. He was a captive of 'Ayn al-Tamr35 that was conquered by Khalid b. Walid in
the time of Abi Bakr's Calliphate. He was a trustworthy man who was killed on the day of
Harrah.36

‘Amr b. Sa‘'d



'‘Amr b. Sa'd b. Abt Waqqas b. Uhayb b. 'Abd Manaf b. Zuhra's mother was Sulami, daughter of
Hasfa b. Thagaf b. Rabr'a b. Taym al-Lat b. Tha'laba b. 'Ukaba from Rabr'a tribe, who was killed
on the day of Harrah in Dhu'l Hijja, in 63 A.H.37

‘Umayr b. Sa‘d
'‘Umayr b. Sa'd and 'Amr b. Sa'd's brother were of the same mother. These two brothers were
killed on the day of Harrah.38

Ibrahim b. Nu‘aym
Ibrahim b. Nu'aym b. Naham b. 'Abd Allah b. Asid b. 'Abd 'Awf b. ‘Ubayd b. ‘Uwayj 'Adiyy b. Ka'b

was one of the commanders on the day of Harrah and was killed on the same day.39

Muhammad b. Abr al-Jahm
Muhammad b. NaTm b. Abi al-Jahm b. Ghanim b. 'Amir b. 'Abd Allah b. 'Ubayd b. 'Uwayj b. 'Adi
b. Ka'b's mother, Khawla, was Qa'qa’' b. Ma'bad's daughter from Bani Tamim tribe. He was one

of the commanders on the day of Harrah and was killed on the same day.40

‘Abd al-Rahman b. Huytab

'‘Abd al-Rahman b. Hutyab b. 'Abd al-'Uzza b. Abr Qays b. 'Abd Wadd b. Nasr b. Malik b. Hisl b.
'Amir b. Lu'ayy's mother, Anisa, was Hafs b. Ahnaf from Bani 'Amir b. Luwayy's tribe. 'Abd al-
Rahman was killed on the day of Harrah in Dhu'l Hijja, in 63 A.H.41

Ja‘far b. ‘Abd Allah
Ja'far b. 'Abd Allah b. Buhayna was killed on the day of Harrah.42 Buhayna, Umm 'Abd Allah,

was Arat's daughter.

‘Abd Allah b. ‘Utba

'‘Abd Allah b. 'Utba b. Ghazwan b. Jabir b. Nasib b. Wuhayb b. Zayd b. Malik b. ‘Abd 'Awf b.
Harith b. Mazin b. Mansur b. 'lkrama b. Hasafa b. ‘Aylan b. Mudar, was killed on the day of
Harrah.43

‘Abd Allah b. Muhammad
'‘Abd Allah b. Muhammad b. Abi Bakr, was a slave girl named Sutda. 'Abd Allah was killed on
the day of Harrah.44



Abi Sa'ld b. ‘Abd al-Rahman
'‘AbU Sa'ld b. 'Abd al-Rahman b. Harith b. Hisham b. Mughayra's mother, Umm Rasan, was the
daughter of Harith b. 'Abd Allah b. Husayn from the Bani Harith b. Ka'b tribe. Aba Sa'ld was
killed on the day of Harrah.45

‘Umara b. Suhayb
'Umara b. Suhab b. Sanan b. Malik, was killed on the day of Harrah.49

‘Abd Allah b. ‘Abd al-Rahman
'‘Abd Allah b. 'Abd al-Rahman b. Hatib b. Abi Balta'a, was killed on the day of Harrah.49

‘Abbad b. Abr N@'ila
'‘Abbad b. Abt Na'ila, Silkan b. Salama b. Waqgsh b. Zughba b. Zaghwara' b. '‘Abd al-Ashhal and
his son Salama, were killed on the day of Harrah.49 'Abbad's mother, Sahl, RawT Waqgsh

daughter was from Bani Ashhal.

Zayd b. Muhammad
Zayd b. Muhammad b. Maslama b. Khalid b. Adiyy b. Mujda'a b. Harith b. Khazraj b. 'Amr was
from the Aws tribe and his mother was a slave girl. He was killed as martyr on the day of

Harrah after having 14 sword wounds with four of the wounds on his face.46

Ja‘far b. Yazid
Ja'far b. Yazid b. Silkan b. Salama b. Waqsh was killed on the day of Harrah.47

Thabit's Children

'Amr and Muhammad and Yazid b. Qays b. Khatim b. Adiyy b. Zufr and Ka'b b. Khazraj b. 'Amr
who were from the Aws tribe. Their mother, Umm Habib, was the daughter of Qays b. Zayd b.
'Amir b. Sawad b. Zufr and all were killed on the day of Harrah in 63 A.H.48

Khawwat's Children
Habib b. Khawwat b. Jubayr b. Nu'man b. Umayyah b. Amr al-Qays was killed on the day of
Harrah. His mother was from the Fugaym Bani Tha'laba tribe. His brother 'Amr b. Khawwat

was also killed on the day of Harrah. His mother's name is not historically specified.



Children of Mujammi
Yahya b. Jariya b. 'Amir b. Mujammi' b. 'Attaf b. Dubay'a b. Zayd b. Malik b. 'Awf b. 'Amr b.
'‘Awf, from the Aws tribe was killed on the day of Harrah. His mother, Sulami, was the daughter
of Thabit b. Dahdaha from the Balayy Quda'a. ‘Ubayd Allah b. Mujamma', Yahya's maternal

brother, was also killed in the battle of Harrah.49

Muhammad b. Jabr
Muhammad b. Jabr b. 'Atik b. Qays b. Haysha b. Harith b. Umayyah b. Mu'awiyyah b. Malik b.
'‘Awf b. 'Amr b. 'Awf from the Aws tribe was killed on the day of Harrah.50

‘Abbad b. ‘Asim
'Abbad b. 'Asim b. 'Adi b. Jadd b. 'Ajlan was from one of Quda'a tribes and was killed on the

day of Harrah. They were from among the allies Bani 'Amr b 'Awf from Aws tribe.51

Children of Zayd

Seven of Zayd's children were killed in the battle of Harrah:

Sa'd b. Zayd b. Thabit b. Dahhak b. Zayd b. Lawdhan b. 'Amr b. ‘Abd b. 'Awf b. Malik b. Najjar.
His mother, Umm Sa'd, was the daughter of Sa'd b. Rabr, from the Bulharith b. Khazraj tribe.
Sa'd was killed on the day of Harrah. His brother Sulayman b. Zayd was also killed on the day
of Harrah. His other brother, Yahya b. Zayd was also killed then. These brothers were all from
the same brother. Salit b. Zayd, 'Abd al-Rahman b. Zayd and 'Abd Allah b. Zayd, whose mother

was a slave girl, and also Zayd b. Zayd were killed on the day of Harrah.51

‘Umarah b. ‘Aqaba
‘Umarah b. 'Ugba b. Kudaym b. 'Adiyy b. Haritha b. 'Amr b. Zayd Manat b. 'Adiyy b. 'Amr b.

Malik b. Najjar, whose mother was a slave girl, was killed on the day of Harrah.52

Sons of Nubayt
Muhammad b. Nubayt b. Jabir b. Malik b. 'AdT b. Zayd b. Manat b. 'Adi b. 'Amr b. Malik b.
Najjar and his brother, ‘Abd al-Malik b. Nubayt, were killed on the day of Harrah.53 Muhammad

b. Nubayt's mother, Furay'a, daughter of Abi Amama, As'ad b. Zarara was from Bant Najjar.

‘Abd al-Rahman b. ‘Abd Allah
'Abd al-Rahman b. 'Abd Allah b. Khubayb b. Yasaf b. 'Inabat b. 'Amr b. Khudayj b. 'Amir b.



Jusham b. Harith b. Khazraj was killed on the day of Harrah.54 His mother was 'Awna,

daughter (of AbT Mas'id 'Ugba b. 'Amr) from Bant Jidara.

‘Abd al-Rahman b. AbT Qutada
'Abd al-Rahman b. Abr Qatadat b. Rab'T b. Baldhama was killed on the day of Harrah.55 His

mother, Sulafa, was daughter of Bara' b. Ma'rir from Bani Salma tribe.

Yazid b. Abr al-Yasar
Yazid b. Abt al-Yasar (Ka'b b. '"Amr b. 'Abbad b. 'Amr b. Sawad) from Bani Salma was from
Khazraj tribe. He was killed on the day of Harrah.56

Children of Abr ‘Ayyash
Sulayman b. Abt 'Ayyash b. 'Ubayd b. Mu'awiyah b. Samit, whose mother was a slave girl, was
killed on the day of Harrah. His brother, Bashir b. Abr 'Ayyash was also killed and no one of

their generation survived.57

Childen of Abt ‘Ubada

From among his children, three were killed on the day of Harrah:

Qurwa b. Abt 'Ubada b. Sa'd b. 'Uthman b. Khalda b. Mukhallad b. 'Amir b. Wurayq. His mother,
Umm Khalid, was 'Amr b. Wadhfa from the Khazraj tribe.

'Uthman, Farwah's son was also killed in the battle of Harrah. Sa'd b. 'Uthman was from among
the fighters of Badr.

'‘Ugba b. Abi 'Ubada b. Sa'd b. 'Uthman, whose mother was a slave girl, was also killed on the

day of Harrah.52

Mas'td b. 'Ubada
Mas'ud b. 'Ubada b. Abi 'Ubada, Sa'd b. 'Uthman b. Khalda, whose mother was a slave girl, was
killed on the day of Harrah.58

Children of Ka'b
Ishaq b. Ka'b b. 'Ujra b. Umayyah b. 'Adi b. Harith was killed on the day of Harrah. His brother,
Muhammad b. Ka'b, was also killed on the day of Harrah.59

Dhakwan



AbT 'Amr, was a slave of 'A'isha - Prophet's (s) wife - who was freed after the demise of 'A'isha.

He was killed on the day of Harrah.60

Kathir b. Aflah
Kathir b. Aflah was Abr Ayyub Ansari's slave who was killed on the day of Harrah.61 He was

one of the scribes when '‘Uthman had new copies of the Qur'an written.62

Bashir b. Abt Zayd
Bashir b. Ab1 Zayd was killed on the day of Harrah. His descendents lived in Basra.63

Yazid b. Hurmuz
Yazid b. Hurmuz Farsi - Mawla al-Dawslyin - was the commander of the slaves on the day of

Harrah. He was a trustworthy person who was killed on the day of Harrah.64

Wahab b. ‘Abd Allah
Wahab b. 'Abd Allah b. Zam'a b. Aswad b. Muttalib b. Asad b. 'Abd al-'Uzza was killed in the
battle of Harrah.65

Ibrahim b. Qariz
Ibrahim b. Qariz - Khalid b. Harith b. 'Ubayd b. Tayim b. 'Amr b. Harith b. Mabdhal b. Harith b.
'Abd Manat b. Kunana was killed on the day of Harrah.66

Mus'ab b. Zubayr lists the name of those killed in the battle of Harrah as follows:

He was a pious man who was killed on the day of Harrah.67

Muhammad b. Ayyub

Muhammad b. Ayyidb b. 'Abd al-Mundhar b. 'Algama b. Kalada was killed on the day of
Harrah.68

'Abd Allah b. Muhammad b. Abi Bakr, whose mother was a slave girl, was killed on the day of
Harrah.70

Miqdad b. ‘Abd Allah
Migdad b. 'Abd Allah b. Wahb b. Zam'a was killed on the day of Harrah.

Wahb b. ‘Abd Allah
Wahab b. 'Abd Allah b. Wahab b. Zam'a was killed on the day of Harrah and no one of his

progeny survived.71

Yazid b. Musafi’
Yazid b. Musafi' b. Talha b. 'Uthman, whose mother was of the Bant Harith b. Khazraj tribe, was
killed on the day of Harrah.72

‘Abd Allah b. Abt ‘Amr
'‘Abd Allah b. Abt 'Amr b. Hafs b. Mughayra was the first one who dethroned Yazid. He was
killed on the day of Harrah.73

Muslim b. Abd Burda
Muslim b. Abd Burda b. Ma'bad, had a son named Muslim whose mother was Hafsa, daughter

of Abr Harmala, from the Ash'arites, and was killed on the day of Harrah.74

Sons of ‘Asim
'Ubayd Allah and Sulayman: sons of 'Asim b. 'Amr b. al-Khattab, whose mother 'A'isha, was

Mutr' b. Aswad's daughter, was killed on the day of Harrah.75

‘Abd Allah b. Nafi'
'Abd Allah b. Nafi' b. Abd Allah b. Nadla b. 'Awf b. 'Ubayd b. 'Uwayj was killed on the day of
Harrah.76 His mother was from the Thaqif tribe.

Zyad b. ‘Abd al-Rahman
Zyad b. '‘Abd al-Rahman b. 'Awf Hazri, was from among the valiant figures of Quraysh. He was

regarded as among the warriors of Medina against the Umayyids. He was killed in the battle of



Harrah.77

From the Children of ‘Abd Allah b. Qays

Sa'd and Usama, were sons of 'Abd Allah b. Qays b. Shurayh b. Malik b. Rabr'ah b. Ahib b.
Dabab b. Hujayr. Their mother, Umm Qasim, 'Abd Allah's daughter, was from the Bani 'Adi b.
Du'il. These two brothers were killed on the day of Harrah.55

Ibn Qutayba has mentioned additional names of those killed in horrendous event of Harrah:
Zayd b. Thabit

Zayd b. Thabit b. Dahhak who was from among the Ansar and nicknamed as Aba Sa'ld (some
reported as Aba Abd al-Rahman) was killed in the battle of Harrah.78

Miswar b. ‘Abd al-Rahman
Miswar b. 'Abd al-Rahman was killed on the day of Harrah.80

‘Abd al-Rahman b. ‘Asim
'Abd al-Rahman b. 'Asim Ansari was also killed in the battle of Harrah. He is different from
'‘Abd Allah b. Mu'adhdhin as 'Abd Allah b. Mu'adhdhin who was the son of Zayd b. Tha'laba.81

Similarity of names has caused confusion among historians.

Mu‘adh b. Harith

Mu'adh b. Harith b. Argam b. 'Awf b. Wahb b. 'Amr b. 'Abd 'Awf b. Ghanam b. Malik b. Najjar
Ansari Khazraji has been nicknamed as Aba Halima and is famous with the same. However, he
was called Qar1. He was six years old at the time of the Prophet's (s) demise. He participated in
the battle of Khandaq, and was killed on the day of Harrah.82 Some have also reported his
name to be M'adh b. Harith.83

‘Abd Allah b. ‘Amr
'‘Abd Allah b. 'Amr b. Sa'd b. Mu'adh was killed on the day of Harrah.84



Asid b. Rafi’
Asid b. Rafi' b. Karz b. Sakan b. Za'ura b. 'Abd al-Ashhal, was killed on the day of Harrah.85

Suwayd b. ‘Awim
Suwayd b. 'Awim b. S3'ida b. 'A'is b. Nu'man b. Zayd b. Umayyah was killed on the day of
Harrah.86

Habib b. Khawat
Habib b. Khawat was killed on the day of Harrah.87

‘Abd Allah b. Ka'b
'‘Abd Allah b. Ka'b 'Amr b. 'Awf b. Mabdhal b. 'Amr b. Ghanam b. Madhin was killed on the day
of Harrah.88
