;0 He Who answers him who begs Him

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:and do not even recognize Him out of His kindness and mercifulness
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please do) give me, for | pray You, the whole welfare of this world)

;and the whole welfare of the Next World
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,and save me, for | pray You
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the whole evil of this world and the Next World
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.Verily, all that which ’You give is unblemished
